Andy Duncan is a fiction writer. His story “The Pottawatomie Gi-
ant” and his collection Beluthahatchie and Other Stories both won
World Fantasy Awards in 2001, and his novella “The Chief De-
signer” won the Theodore Sturgeon Memorial Award in 2002. He
has been nominated five times for the Nebula Award, three times
for the World Fantasy Award and twice for the Hugo Award. His
most recent books are Crossroads: Tales of the Southern Literary
Fantastic, an anthology co-edited with F. Brett Cox (Tor, 2004),
and Alabama Curiosities, an offbeat travel guide (Globe Pequot,
2005). Duncan is a native of Batesburg, S.C., with an M.A. in cre-
ative writing from North Carolina State University and an M.F.A. in
fiction from the University of Alabama in Tuscaloosa. He is also a
1994 graduate of the Clarion West writers’ workshop in Seattle. He
is an active member of the Science Fiction and Fantasy Writers of
America and the Horror Writers Association and a supporter of the
Comic Book Legal Defense Fund.

Born in Cincinnati and having spent her formative years in Ohio,
Michigan, Hawaii, and Northern Virginia (which is not Southern),
Goonan is rather surprised to realize that she has spent most of her
life in the South. This was not what she planned. However, it has
led to a decidedly Southern bent in her work, which includes her
Nanotech Quartet (Queen City Jazz, Mississippi Blues, Crescent
City Rhapsody, and Light Music) as well as The Bones of Time, In
War Times (the ALA’s choice for Best Adult Genre Novel of the
Year), and over thirty published short stories. Her novels have been
shortlisted for Nebulas, the Arthur C. Clarke Award, and the BSFA
Award, and she has had numerous speaking engagements and guest
appearances at universities (Georgia Tech, University of South Car-
olina, Rochester Institute of Technology, Idaho State, and others)
and literary festivals such as Utopiales in Nantes and Kosmopolis
in Barcelona. Her next novel, This Shared Dream Called Earth,
will be published by Tor in 2009.

Jack McDevitt is a Philadelphia native. He has been, among other
things, a naval officer, an English teacher, a customs officer, and a
Philadelphia taxi driver. His first novel, The Hercules Text, was one
of Terry Carr’s Ace Specials, and won the Philip K. Dick Special
Award in 1987. Odyssey was the seventh of his novels to make the
final Nebula ballot, and the fifth in succession. He had been on the
final ballot twelve times without winning before Seeker brought
him a Nebula in 2007. His most recent books are The Devil’s Eye,
an Alex Benedict mystery, and Cryptic: The Best Short Fiction of
Jack McDevitt. In 2004, Omega received the John W. Campbell
Memorial Award. McDevitt won the first UPC international com-
petition for “Ships in the Night.” He is the recipient of the Phoenix
and SESFA awards for his body of work. His interests include poli-
tics, chess, the sciences, and classical history. He is married to the
former Maureen McAdams of Philadelphia. McDevitt and his wife
have three children. They live in Brunswick, Georgia.

Guest Author: Warren Rochelle

Warren Rochelle, Associate Professor of English at the University
of Mary Washington, in Fredericskburg, Virginia, earned a Ph.D.
(1997) in English and an MFA (1991) in creative writing from the
University of North Carolina at Greensboro , after receiving an
M.S. (1978) in library service from Columbia University and a B.A
(1977) in English from the University of North Carolina at Chapel
Hill .

His
critical work, Communities of the Heart: The Rhetoric of Myth in
the Fiction of Ursula K. Le Guin, was published by Liverpool Uni-
versity Press in 2001. His creative works have appeared in various

Dr. Rochelle also is the author
of two novels: The Wild Boy (2001) and Harvest of Changelings
